GROUNDLOKPP INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
The GROUNDLOKPP point is designed to allow use of your outdoor umbrella away from sand.

Select area where you want to stand your umbrella free from overhead obstacles.

Remove SANDLOK point by pushing the protruding button and sliding off lower shaft

In softer ground slip GROUNDLOK onto lower shaft, rest foot on footrest and push hard while holding shaft upright. Use body weight to push GROUNDLOK down to maximum depth to ensure you have a secure base. 

In harder ground recommend you hammer top of GROUNDLOK to maximum depth. Then slip on lower shaft so that protruding button on GROUNDLOK is locked in place on shaft

Once lower shaft is safely secured and upright on GROUNDLOK, place the upper shaft inside lower shaft at desired height and then lock upper shaft by pushing lever down.

To remove GROUNDLOK point..

Unlock upper shaft and lift out before removing GROUNDLOK. Lower shaft should be moved sideways until loose and lift out of ground.

WARNING. You should not attempt to use GROUNDLOK in strong wind conditions. GROUNDLOK point has been designed to hold our umbrella in most wind conditions but possible in strong winds that GROUNDLOK could be dislodged.

DETAILED SANDLOKTM  INSTALATION INSTRUCTIONS 

We recommend you follow these instructions to ensure you safely secure your umbrella in sand. 

· Check SANDLOKTM point is attached onto lower umbrella shaft. 

· Push lower shaft firmly into dry sand whilst slowly rocking it backwards and forwards in a 90degree arc. The wider the angle the deeper the hole. 

· We recommend the lower shaft is perpendicular when you reach depth marked on shaft. 

· Fill resulting hole around shaft with dry sand.

· Firmly tap shaft to lock it in position. 

· Push top umbrella shaft with cover onto lower telescopic shaft and lock into place. 

· Adjust telescopic shaft to required height.

· Open top cover by pushing centre ring until upright and lock into place. 

· To tilt umbrella lift the EZYTILTTM metal safety cover and adjust top shaft to desired position. 

· If sand is wet or damp, add water to hole and tap shaft to lock up. 

· To remove reverse installation procedure by detaching top shaft and rocking shaft backwards and forwards to loosen and lift out.
